Writing - end of year -Early Learning Goal

- Write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed;

- Spell words by identifying sounds in them and representing the sounds with a letter or letters;
- Write simple phrases and sentences that can be read by others.

Written outcomes throughout the year (from adult led activities as well as child initiated activities) will
include: Mark making and a range of physical development opportunities through continuous provision eg
paint, chalk, playdough, plasticine, clay, pegs, threading beads, pipettes. As soon as children have all arrived
in September we begin to learn grapheme-phoneme correspondences and write words, captions and then
sentences using our phonic knowledge. We will have opportunities to write name labels, letters, cards,
stories, non-fiction writing, signs, posters, labels.
